What to do:

e Colour in your mask, following the guide.

e Carefully cut out your mask. Follow the thick black line marked
with scissors. Be extra careful when cutting out the eyes (these
are marked with dotted lines).

e Ask an adult to help you push out the holes marked, ready to
thread the elastic.

e Thread the elastic through the hole from the back of the mask
and stick it to the back with the sticky tape. To make it stronger,
tie knots in the ends before you stick them down.
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
